IBM Workplace Web Content Management entitlements with WebSphere Portal version 5.1
FAQ – Frequently Asked Questions
Q1. If my customer purchased IBM WebSphere Portal for Multiplatforms Version 5.1, what exactly did they get in terms of web content management?
Customers with WebSphere Portal (WP) Enable or Portal Extend for Multiplatforms Version 5.1 receive one or more restricted license entitlements to IBM Workplace Web Content Management (IWWCM), depending on how many Portal CPUs they have purchased. The limited license entitles customers to the Java edition only, and limits customers to use Workplace Web Content Management only within the Portal environment (customers may not publish to non-portal websites).  

Customers receive 1 limited Workplace Web Content Management entitlement for every 6 Portal Enable or Extend CPUs purchased (not available for Portal Express).  For example, customers receive the free Workplace Web Content Management license as follows:
· 1 free IWWCM CPU for the first through the 6th CPU of WP

· 1 free IWWCM CPU for 7th through 12th CPU of WP

· 1 free IWWCM CPU for 13th through the 18th CPU of WP

· 1 free IWWCM CPU for each further sixth CPU of WP – (19th, 25th, 31st, etc.)

Q2.  What is the purpose of providing WebSphere Portal Enable and Extend for Multiplatforms V5.1 customers with this restricted Workplace Web Content Management license entitlement?

We are including Workplace Web Content Management in Portal to meet the “basic scalability” web content management capabilities required for a production portal system. For some portal deployments, this basic scalability will be all that is needed- an internal portal where most of the content is provided by portlets linking to enterprise applications could be an example of this. Many other Portal deployments (e.g. content-oriented intranets and websites) will require additional Workplace Web Content Management licenses.  

Q3. What if my customer wants to publish to non-portal sites, use the Domino Edition or requires additional CPU’s for their Portal deployment?
They must purchase full Workplace Web Content Management licenses at the full price of $39,999/CPU (part number - D52Y0LL). Portal customers will then have a mixed environment: the Proof of Entitlement(s) that come with Portal can only be used within the Portal environment and the purchased entitlements can be used for either Portal or stand alone web sites.
Q4. When WebSphere Portal 5.1 customers purchase additional licenses of IBM Workplace Web Content Management, what media should they use for installation? 

The customer should use his Portal 5.1 media for installation of IBM Workplace Web Content Management, not the 2.5 media which is associated with the part # D52Y0LL.  Using the 5.1 media will ensure IBM Workplace Web Content Management’s compatibility with Portal 5.1 (as 2.5 is based on Portal 5.0 code, not 5.1).

Q5. Can Portal Extend or Enable customers buy the Workplace Web Content Management, Standard Edition at a lower price? 

No. WebSphere Portal Extend and Enable customers are not entitled to buy the Standard Edition. 
Q6. Do my customers still receive the old WebSphere Portal Content Publisher (WPCP) with Portal 5.1? 
No. WebSphere Portal Content Publisher (WPCP) has been discontinued as a product. WPCP provided limited Web content management capabilities that didn’t meet the needs of many of our customers. In its place, we have included Workplace Web Content Management with richer Web Content Management functionality.
